Most people are familiar with the term Return on Investment (ROI) but 

fail to understand what it means for their everyday business decisions and 

their personal life. We tend to associate the use of ROI for making deci-

sions on major investments like equipment, property and stock. Will the 

purchase of new equipment pay for itself in 3 years? Will the stock increase 

in value at a rate of at least 9% per year? 

If you are buying a business, how do you determine how much you 

should pay? From a financial perspective the ROI on the money you actually 

put up to buy the business should be compared to your other options for 

investing the money and the risk involved. Obviously there are a lot of vari-

ables and considerations to include in determining ROI for an investment 

like this. 

ROI should actually be applied to every purchase and investment of 

time that you make. We never think about the ROI of buying paper clips. It 

is a good buy considering the time it saves organizing our paperwork. What 

about everything else we buy and spend our time on? Are we getting the 

return that we should be getting? Note that the return does not have to be 

monetary. It could be peace of mind (insurance), a health benefit or some-

thing to improve your quality of life. The same investment may be good for 

one person but bad for another depending on their specific circumstances. 

A good investment today may be a poor investment in the future. Take a 

look at where you are spending your money and time. Are you getting the 

return that you need?
