udget! Isn’t that a word 

and process that is feared. 

Most of us associate budg-

eting with times that are 

tight and when we need to watch 

our pennies. It should really be 

one of our routines.  

 In sports we keep score and 

statistics to see how well the team 

or an individual is doing. In busi-

ness and life we should do the 

same thing.  

 First we need to determine 

where we are now. Identify some 

measurable parameters that show 

how well specific areas of your 

business are doing. If you already 

have numbers for these parame-

ters, then you have established a 

baseline for how well your business 

operates. If you do not have any 

numbers then just use an educated 

guess to start.  

 From this baseline, you can 

then develop a plan or budget for 

the next time period, incorporating 

your goals for improvement. Un-

fortunately, many of us stop here. 

 The real value of this proc-

ess comes when we analyze how 

we did. Meeting plan or budget 

does not necessarily mean we did 

well. We could have done a great 

job even though we did not meet 

budget. It could have been worse. 

The real question is do we under-

stand the results and did we re-

spond correctly  to what has hap-

pened with everything that we 

could control. What do we do now 

to improve things for the future? It 

is easier to make small adjustments 

at the beginning of a trend rather 

than drastic changes during a crisis.  

My recommendation for busi-

nesses is to do an intensive analysis 

of financial results on a yearly ba-

sis. Based on this analysis and your 

vision for the business, develop a 

plan for the next year that includes 

2 or 3 projects for significant im-

provement. Compare the actual re-

sults with the plan on a quarterly 

basis and make any necessary ad-

justments to operations to respond 

to any trends or changes in the 

market and environment.

employment showed little 
change in August, down by a 
net of 10 jobs. 

 
     Leisure and hospitality added 
20 jobs. This sector accounted for 
nearly one out of five payroll jobs 
in Curry County, equaling the to-
tal number of government jobs in 
August. Mining and logging 
gained 10 over the month.  
 
     Slight declines were estimated 
in construction, wood product 
manufacturing, financial activities, 
and local government education.   
      
     Over the year, the county lost 
90 payroll jobs. Sectors losing 
employment included:  
 construction (-30),  
 financial activities (-20),  
 and local government (-20). 
 
     Countering those declines, 
sectors showing estimated jobs 
gains over the year were: 
 retail trade (+40),  
 health care (+20),  
 and arts, entertainment, and
